Course Description:




Chinese Book 9 has increased more characters, phrases, sentences, and reading based on the former books
we had learned. Students need to finish all the content of the fifth book but will review knowledge of the
former books as needed. According to the Chinese skills they have, we will gradually enhance their writing
skills during the learning for helping the students remember all the new characters.

I will speak Chinese almost for the entire class and will explain in English only when students don’t
understand the first time.

Goals and requests:

e Learn new characters and phrases -- students should be able to pronounce the words, understand
their meanings, and can write them.

e Learn sentences -- students should understand the meanings and try to use sentences as much as
they can in class and also at home.

e Exercises — the students should especially focus on listening, speaking, and understanding. These
exercises include reading the text out loud after me; practicing making sentences using the new
phrases; reviewing together on the related topics, etc.

e Journals, computer typing, and short writing homework.

e Homework and tests — Book A&B and handout homework, receiving 12 new words quizzes and
four big tests in every unit.

Method of teaching:

Create games to help students learn happily and become interested in Chinese. Encourage students
to speak Chinese in class as much as possible. Give everyone chances to practice their Chinese
skills in class and give them different questions for the different levels of students. For homework,
let parents get involved as much as possible; contact them weekly by email or as needed. I will
check the homework before each class; give them rewards for their efforts as well. For some
important exercises, | will explain them to the students in class.

Class materials:

Chinese Book 9, Chinese exercise of hook 9 A and B, and some YCT4 or HSK4 handout materials.

Class Expectations:

1) Bein class on time (9:30 am for the first class & 10:30 am for the second class) with your books,
notebooks, and school supplies.

2) Pay attention in class, and no talking and joking.

3) Speak Chinese as much as possible during the class and at home.

4) Try your best to finish your homework and the class exercises.

5) Participate in all the activities of the Chinese school.
